Introduction 

REBELLION Timepieces was born of the 

same passion for perfect mechanics as 

REBELLION Racing. Unique bodywork, 

exceptional technical materials, 

exclusive engines and outstanding 

performance: each collection pays 

tribute to the spirit of competition and 

car racing. 

With its competition engine and 

prototype design, the Prometheus is 

already a world champion.  

The engine is made from avionic 

aluminum alloy and the chassis from 

titanium, allowing for the perfect 

balance between lightness and rigidity. 

The flat, extra-wide sapphire crystal 

offers an optimal view of the timepiece’s 

superb mechanics. It is also an example 

in endurance, offering a power reserve 

of 1,000 hours.  Highly customizable and 

special limited edition, only 25 pieces 

are available. 

 

The Case 

The case is a uniquely-molded, futuristic 

chassis manufactured from a single 

block of grade 5 titanium using high 

precision five-axis CNC machinery. The 

mechanics can be admired in all their 

complexity through perfectly flat, extra-

wide view sapphire crystal. 

Straight and seamlessly integrated into 

the case is a large winding lever. Easily 

maneuvered, it is the concentrated 

strength behind the Prometheus, 

generating an incredible power reserve 

of 1,000 hours. 

Press and turn. An ingenious push 

button sparks the ignition of the 

patented crown allowing the time to be 

set as smoothly as changing gears.  

Two vertical rollers revolve in opposite 

directions to display the hours and 

minutes. It is the embodiment of 

exceptional technology in a mechanical 

timepiece.   
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The Movement 

Two micro-chains propel all power to 

the engine. With 182 elements along 

their 46mm length, they are the world’s 

smallest mechanical chains in the world. 

The Prometheus’ superb engine is made 

from a high-performance, lightweight 

aluminum used in aeronautics. An 

original manufacture movement, it is so 

radically innovative that it required 

three years of research, development 

and refinement. The exceptional design 

and oversized silhouette of the 

Prometheus completely dismantles the 

existing ideas of a conventional 

movement. Super lightweight, it displays 

a three dimensional architecture with 

vertical wheels and a mechanical chain 

transmission. It is an absolute 

concentration of innovation and 

performance.

To set the time, press the PUSHER 

BUTTON / CULTCH-5 (1) situated in the 

middle of the CROWN-4 and hold it 

while simultaneously turning the 

CROWN-4 counterclockwise to adjust 

the hour and the minute rollers (2) to 

the correct time.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

To fully wind your PROMETHEUS watch 

from empty, maneuver the WINDING 

LEVER-1 over its full span 180 times (3). 

Do not force the WINDING LEVER-1 if 

you feel resistance. That indicates 

that the 6 mainspring barrels are 

fully wound. When winding is 

completed, lightly press-click the 

WINDING LEVER-1 back against the 

case. To maximize timekeeping 

performance, we recommend winding 

your Prometheus once a month. 
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Recommendations:  

Care & Maintenance  
To take care of your watch we would 

advise you to: 

 Clean your watch regularly with a 

gentle microfiber tissue to keep it in 

optimal condition. 

 Avoid contact with water or sweat to 

prevent premature ageing of your 

leather strap.  

 After immersion in chlorinated or 

salty water, rinse it in freshwater 

and leave it to dry completely.  

 Avoid placing your timepiece 

anywhere where it might be 

subjected to major variations in 

temperature or humidity (e.g. 

sauna), or direct sunlight. Do not 

expose your watch to extreme 

temperatures (e.g. behind a car glass 

for long periods). Your watch’s 

movement is designed to function 

ideally in temperatures ranging from 

0°C to 50°C. 

 Avoid placing your timepiece near 

strong magnetic fields (e.g. speakers, 

electrical motors, etc.) as they can 

affect the running of your timepiece.  

 Avoid any contact with abrasives, 

hazardous gases, solvents, 

detergents, mosquito repellent, sun 

creams, perfumes, cosmetic 

products, or other chemical products 

as they may damage the watch case, 

the strap, the glass or synthetic parts 

of your watch. 

 Avoid any type of shocks to your 

watch.  In the event that your watch 

is exposed to any violent impact or 

shock, have your watch checked by 

REBELLION Timepieces immediately.  

 Never use your watch’s pushers, 

wind the watch or adjust time/date 

when the watch is wet or has had 

any contact with water. We 

recommend this to avoid water 

penetration, even if your timepiece is 

water resistant. This is to minimize 

risk of water entering the case and 

being exposed to moisture. 

 Check if the pusher button / clutch is 

correctly returned to the home 

position securely after each 

adjustment to prevent any moisture 

or water intrusion. 

 Do not swim or take a shower with 

your watch. 

It is dust and splash resistant but 

should not be worn while swimming. 

HAVING YOUR WATCH SERVICED 

To ensure the running of your watch, we 

advise regular service and maintenance 

by our workshop at REBELLION 

Timepieces S.A. As with any racing car, 

the exclusive motor of your timepiece 

needs regular servicing in order to 

function to its fullest potential. We 

advise you to have your watch serviced 

at least once every 3 to 5 years by our 

workshop at REBELLION Timepieces 

S.A. We suggest you to take your watch 

to an Authorized REBELLION 

Timepieces Retailer who will send it to 

our workshop where it will be inspected 

and analyzed by our watchmakers. 

During your watch’s maintenance, the 

case and the movement will be 

completely disassembled, cleaned 

lubricated and reassembled. Then

rigorous accuracy calibrations and 

water resistance tests will be performed. 

Upon request, the case and the buckle 

will be refinished and polished. The full 

process takes several weeks because 

each watch must pass several tests to 

ensure REBELLION Timepieces‘ quality 

spirit.
